Solid Waste Carts, Recycling Carts and Bulky 

Items MUST be placed at the curb or alley line by  

7:00 a.m. on collection day. Carts MUST be re-

moved from the curb or alley line within 12 hours 

after collection.  Carts containing items not ac-

cepted by DPW will be tagged and not collected. 

ON-SITE FREE YARD WASTE ITEMS 

All yard waste must be taken year-round to Pearl 
and 9th Street location. 

Open Tuesday through Saturday until the transfer 
station opens on July 1, 2024.  

Open Wednesday & Saturday ONLY starting July 
1, 2024. 

Maximum of two cubic yards of material.  No  
individual branch larger than 6-inches in diameter.  
No tree stumps or root balls.
